One of the best ways we can help is to try and keep our enovirment clean, sometimes birds end up eating bits of rubbish that people are leaving around, so we should keep it more clean.
Here are some things we can do to help -
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· Always remember to recycle rubbish in the appropriate bin
· When going on walks in the New Zealand Forests, it is important to hose down your shoes so that chemicals don't get in the soil and damage growing trees.



· Try volunteering to help with birds re-populate around New Zealand
· Always remember, when you find a bird that is injured and will need some medical help, make sure it will be OK and bring it to a local vet.

· If you have a cat at home, you will need to watch and make sure it will not go round killing birds! If you find one injured please remember the info above. Sometimes you could put a bell on your cat.

 New Zealand's most endangered bird is the fairy tern, The New Zealand 

fairy tern/tara-iti is the smallest 

tern breeding in New Zealand, 

with adults measuring around 

250 mm in length, and weighing

 a mere 70 grams. There are about

 45 individuals that inclue 12 

breeding pairs, a department of conservation recovery is currently

 in action. The breeding at the 

moment is limited to four regular

 sites: Waipu, Mangawhai, Pakiri 

and South Kaipara Head.
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The Kiwi,

 is known as the New Zealand bird, 

The population of them used to be

 5 million, now there is only 50 thousand, this is because of 

predators around New Zealand. We need to do something about these predators killing birds. 
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Start thinking of volunteering and helping to make a change around the environment.
